Worth is often used as a preposition:

X This ~ worth noting.
¥ This is worth noting.

}

A verb (usually be) must be used
with the word worth in this
context. Omitting the verb is
incorrect!

When used in this way, worth is followed by an object (a noun, pronoun or a

gerund), NOT directly by an infinitive:

X 1t's worth ~ to start the project.
v It's worth it to start the project.
v It's worth starting the project.

Don't be confused by sentences such as the following, where BOTH a relative
pronoun and the verb be can be omitted (NEVER omit JUST the verb):

X This is something that
- worth talking about.

¥ This is something [that / }
which is] worth talking
about.

Note that both the relative pronoun
(which / that) AND the verb be can
sometimes be omitted.
